March 13, 2007 (Ottawa, ON)  –– VON (Victorian Order of Nurses) has been awarded a 
contract, with Department of Veteran Affairs (VAC), to provide nursing assessment and 
nursing advisory services on an as needed basis for the province of Saskatchewan.

The five-year contract will begin with the training of VON nurses. VON will conduct nursing 
assessment services for VAC clients in their homes or the facilities in which the clients 
reside; provide advice on a wide variety of nursing issues related to the care of adult and 
older clients including mini-mental status, levels of depression, pain and possible 
placement issues and will prepare reports on the health status and medical needs of the 
client, which will be submitted to the VAC for review and action.
